Welcome/Introductions - (5) – S. Achilles, Chair

All were welcomed by Chairman Achilles at 1:02 and introductions of all present were made.

Acceptance of 1/19/09 Meeting Minutes - (5) – S. Achilles

D. Johnson made a motion to approve the minutes as written and this was seconded by D. Tobin.  Minutes were approved by all present.
N.H. EMS Medical Control Board Report  - (10) - J. Mastromarino


Summary of the morning meeting was given by J. Mastromarino. 


Full minutes of the meeting can be found on the Division website once approved 
by the Board.  It was decided that minutes from the Medical Control Board will be 
shared with the Coordinating Board, and vice versa, prior to each meeting.

N.H. Bureau of EMS (NHBEMS) Report - (10) - S. Prentiss


A summary of the written report (in the Boards meeting folders) was given by the 
Bureau Chief. 

Staff Updates:  M. Schnyder is no longer on Staff as he is returning to school 
full time and T. Fortier will be retiring from State Service in May.

Rural Health CPAP grant deadline today (3/19/09).

V. Blanchard is scheduling statewide Protocol Rollouts for April.

The new EMT-Intermediate Transition programs will be available soon.

The Medical Director Program being created by the Bureau will be released this 
summer.

It is re-licensing time – Reminder: Call Bureau if waivers needed.

It was stressed that the rumor in the Field about First Responders (FR) being 
eliminated in the future is just that – a false story. It is believed that the name 
changes within the National Standards (FR to Emergency Responder and 
Intermediate to Advanced EMT is what has prompted this rumor).


TEMSIS report – (15) – S. Prentiss – gave a brief summary of current TEMSIS events.

Discussion ensued concerning the number of Services reporting via TEMSIS, 
and upcoming changes that are scheduled to be made.
Strategic Planning – (30) – S. Prentiss – The Strategic Planning subcommittee has 
worked on an updated draft and the Board was given a handout.  Comments 
on this draft are requested by April 9, 2009.
Trauma Plan Update – (60) – C. Odell/J. Sutton


J. Sutton gave an overview of the current Trauma plans history and the changes 
that have been adopted by the Trauma Review Committee.  He asked that the 
Coordinating Board approve the plan with the knowledge that the Pediatric 
Appendix is still in process and will be added in the next few months.  Discussion 
ensued with a resulting motion to accept the plan with minor revisions that were 
mentioned, and with the knowledge that the Appendix on Pediatrics will be 
added at a later time.  A suggestion was made that a yearly survey be done of 
all hospitals to give a status of their compliance with the plan.  G. Patterson 
made the motion to accept the plan with the minor revisions mentioned.  T. 
Lablanc seconded the motion and all present approved with no 
abstentions. 
Brought forward from last meeting:


EMS & Home Healthcare – (10) – S. Prentiss - The Bureau Chief stated that no 
update was available, that DHHS is still working on the project.

CPR Card National Registry Policy – (10) – E. Perry moved up on agenda and 
reported on by S. Prentiss.  The Bureau Chief stated that the Departments Legal 
Council reported that the Division could move on this and make/request a rule 
change. Wording will be drafted to remove the requirement of a CPR card copy 
submission for licensure.  J. Dubey made a motion that the change be made 
in the rules and that “spot checks” be completed by the Bureau.  S. Achilles 
stated that the cards should be accepted during these “spot checks” at licensing 
time as long as they are current and have a minimum of 90 days left on the 
certification, similar to the 
National Registry.  S. Prentiss reminded everyone 
that the Units will need to be accountable to current status of certifications 
on their Providers CPR.

BLS practical exam alternatives Update – (5) – E. Perry


E. Perry stated that the third rollout of the Alternative to the Refresher Program 
(ARP) presentation will be given on 3/23.  Also each Regional Council has an 
Instructor representative coordinating information that will be presented to the 
Education Standard Committee on viable options to the BLS practical exam.

Emerging projects for discussion:


EMS Annual Award Commendation Bars/Medals – (10) – S. Achilles

S. Achilles reported that he is now on the Committee of Merit representing the 
Coordinating Board and that the Committee was supportive of the 
commendation bars/medals creation for 2009 recipients. A funding source is 
now being sought 
– the suggested bars/medals will cost approximately 
$300/year.
