Awards Committee:  The Awards Committee shall be made up of a minimum 
  of two Bureau employees, a member of the EMS Medical Control Board, 
  a member of the EMS Medical & Trauma Coordinating Board and a  
  member from Bound Tree Corporation.  These members shall review 
  all nominations, decide on the recipient(s) and arrange for the award 
  presentation. 
 
Criteria for Nomination:   Nominations will be considered for any New Hampshire 

Licensed EMS Unit which has documented a significant positive impact in their 
community.  The act(s) may have been while delivering patient care, public 
relations and education, prevention programs, or other related activities.  
Documentation should be limited to two typed pages and should accompany 
the nomination form.
