1.  Team Leaders- We had our first meeting of the DBHRT team leaders on November 12th. It was the first opportunity that they had to meet each other. Each team leader discussed their expectations, needs and what strengths they bring to the process. We are fortunate to have a very skilled and experienced group. We also reviewed possible contents for their personal “Go Kits” and information on reconnaissance. The team leaders will continue to meet as a group on a monthly basis. Formal team leader training will occur after the first of the year. The team leaders plan to begin having monthly “informal” meetings of their regional teams starting in January. More details will follow.

2. Dover WMD Simulation- On November 16th the DBHRT from Region 5 participated in weapons of mass destruction exercise at the Dover Middle School. Five DBHRT members will participated along with our new Disaster Behavioral Health Liaison. In addition to meeting their emergency response partners, we tested the briefing /orientation component of our activation process. Team members outfitted in their bright vests and equipped with “go kits” and walkie-talkies provided some basic interventions with mock victims. They also had an opportunity to provide feedback in an after action review. In a real event of this type, most likely the Granite State CISD team would be activated to meet the needs of the first responders. Our DBHRT would compliment their intervention if requested and necessary but would focus on serving the students and faculty of the school, concerned parents and the general public. As time goes on we should become aware of more drill opportunities for team members to become involved. Thanks to Captain Rick Bell, one of our team members in Region 5, who invited us to participate in this drill.

3. Flu Vaccine Shortage- The current shortage a flu vaccine has had an impact on the emotional health of the public who has not been able to get a vaccine. Officials from the Office of Community and Public Health requested behavioral health services to support the efforts of the flu hotline staff that are providing information to the general public. Callers who are extremely anxious and frustrated have been referred to the Disaster Behavioral Health Coordinator. At first, there was some question as to whether or not we may have to utilize DBHRT resources to assist in the hotline and/or vaccination clinics. So far, there have only been a handful of calls that required behavioral health intervention.  In addition, a handout entitled “Handling Health Related Stress-Tips for Coping with Lack of Vaccine” was developed to assist those volunteers who are taking calls. After several weeks off manning the hotline, it became apparent that those taking calls were developing stress related symptoms. It can be very frustrating to manage call after call from a public who at times can be very angry and dissatisfied. A guidance on how to manage these calls along with some practical suggestions on coping with stress was developed. Now, those taking calls review these tips at the beginning of their shift. 

4. State Library Purchases- we have purchased the following books with SAMHSA grant funds and have deposited them in the state library for access through the inter-library loan program. They are: “Terrorism, Trauma and Tragedies”. “Psychological Debriefing: A leader’s Guide for Small Group Crisis Intervention”, “Handbook for Human Services Response”, and “Disaster Mental Health Services-A Primer for Practitioners”. If you are aware of any book or video that would be a good addition, let me know. I would need the ISBN #, title, author, price and publisher.

5. Tabletop Drill Opportunity- the Home Care Association is sponsoring three tabletop exercises in December to help advance collaborative community preparedness in the event of public health emergencies whether natural or man-made. These sessions will be moderated by two consultants from New York who were involved in the New York Home Care Association response to the 9/11/01 terrorist attacks. Attending will be public health network coordinators, hospital emergency managers and home care emergency coordinators. I have been able to secure two disaster behavioral health response team slots for each of the three sessions. This will be done on a first come basis. The exercises will be held: Monday, December 6th at Littleton Regional Hospital, Tuesday December 7th at the Marriot/Grappone Conference Center-Concord and on Thursday December 9th at the Sheraton Harborside in Portsmouth. Each session will be from 1:00-4:15pm. Light refreshments will be served. I have attached the registration form so you can respond directly. For directions logon to www.homecarenh.org/events 

6. Culture Forum- on Thursday, December 9th 12:00-2:00pm Dartmouth Hitchcock Medical Center, NH Minority Health Coalition and Southern NH Area Health Education Center will be hosting a free forum on “Exploring Cultural Viewpoints on Dealing with Emergencies: Focus on Vietnamese, Russian ans Somali Cultures”. Location is the MHC-GM Conference room, corner of Elm and Blodgett St, Manchester. There are 2 contact hours for attending. A complimentary lunch will be served. If interested call the registration hotline at 603-628-7706 X 4129 to pre register.

7. Response to drowning death- this past week the DBHRT from Region 3 was activated to respond to a tragic drowning death of a high school student. Initially, we were contacted by a member of their social work staff who also happens to be a member of the DBHRT. The event overwhelmed their resources to respond to the emotional needs of the 500 students and 100 faculty members. A coordinated effort with Riverbend Community Mental Health serving as the lead agency was implemented within 24 hours of the incident. After a thorough reconnaissance performed, a plan was developed and put into action. Services provided included: reconnaissance, a compassionate presence, initial support, critical incident stress defusing for those adults and adolescents who were present at the time of the incident, and a critical incident stress orientation for all faculty. A more formal CISD will be offered to those faculty who are interested and those students who were close to the child. This truly was an example of how the DBHRT works closely with the local community mental health center in meeting the needs of an affected community when their resources are limited.
