Andrea Scribner, MHS, PA-C asked the Board the following question:

What is in an athletic trainer’s scope of practice in the clinical setting?

· What oversight is required for an athletic trainer who is seeing patients in a clinic (daily review, charting, prescribing, etc)

· Can an athletic trainer see a patient in the clinic without the Physician being present, and what type of patient? 

· Can an athletic trainer diagnose independently in the clinic?
· Can an athletic trainer prescribe (i.e. specify a treatment plan independently) in the clinic?
· Can an athletic trainer triage phone calls?

· Can an athletic trainer perform Wound care?
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The Board discussed the fact that RSA 326-G:1, III describes the Athletic Trainer scope of practice and does not limit the setting but does say that the scope of practice is limited to the conditions incurred by participants in organized or recreational sports.  In addition, the athletic trainer must work under the direction of a physician and the direction of a physician is defined in Ath 102.05.  The Board further stated that athletic trainers are educated and trained to provide standard immediate and emergency care procedures to patient and clients and that each athletic trainer must recognize when consultation with other health care providers is necessary and refer accordingly.

The Board voted on a motion from Patrick Casey with a second by Scott Roy to table further discussion on these questions so that they can gather additional information with regards to the questions.  The Board’s Administrator will draft a letter which includes information obtain from the present discussion and will bring it to the Board’s May meeting for additions and/or corrections.
ADJOURN:  on motion by Scott Roy with a second by Patrick Casey, the motion to adjourn at 9:10 A.M. carried in the affirmative.
