Laws:  The following is informational.


a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Referred to interim study.
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b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Executive Session on February 21, 2012.

c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive Session on February 13, 2012.

d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  This has been sent to interim study.  Public hearing was held February 14, 2012.

e.
There will soon be a bill introduced in the House to consolidate the regulatory Boards in such a way that the Board’s will not have control over their personnel or budgets.
