
Readopt with amendment Phy 303.01, effective 8-22-08 (Doc #9233), to read as follows:

	Phy 303.01  Method of Applying for the National Physical Therapy Examination.

	(a)  Before applying for initial licensure as a physical therapist or physical therapist assistant, applicants who have not yet taken the national examination shall apply to take the national physical therapy examination for physical therapists or the national physical therapy examination for physical therapist assistants, as applicable, in accordance with (b) through (c) below.

	(b)  Applicants shall submit to the board, or arrange for the submission of, the following materials:

(1)  The completed and signed [examination application form] New Hampshire application for PT/PTA examination dated March 26, 2015;  

[bookmark: _GoBack](2)  A recent passport size, 2" x 2", original head shot photograph; 

(3)  Payment of the fee specified in Ahp 301.02(a) for the transferring of records establishing eligibility to take the national physical therapy examination; and

(4)  One of the 3 categories of documents described in (c) below submitted in the following manner:

a.  Mailed directly to the board by the issuer; or

b.  Submitted by mail or in hand by the applicant in an envelope sealed by the issuer in such a manner that it would be evident to the board if the envelope had been opened.

	(c)  The 3 categories of educational documents shall be:

(1)  An authenticated official transcript showing the relevant post-secondary degree and the date it was awarded;

(2)  An authenticated official transcript showing the completed relevant post-secondary program together with a letter from the registrar of the post-secondary institution where it was completed indicating that a degree has not yet been awarded because the graduation ceremony has not yet taken place; or

(3)  If the applicant was educated outside of the United States in a program described in Phy 306.02, one or more credentials review documents showing:

a.  The foreign credentials; and 

b.  An evaluation of such credentials by an evaluator meeting the standards of Phy 306.02(b).
