The Board reviewed the proposed rules for Polysomnographic Technicians, Resp 600.  Bianca Lang attended via phone as well as various members of the public.  The Board discussed the various educational pathways to become licensed as well as a national competency examination.  After review of the educational pathways and the time it would take for an individual to take the minimum competency examination the Board feels that a one year time frame to complete the process would be sufficient.  The Board further discussed writing into the proposed rules that requirement for a respiratory care practitioner who wishes to practice in a sleep lab holding an advanced credential to do so.

"Can an unlicensed person who is credentialed as a CPFT or RPFT, administer medications as part of the diagnostic studies as part of a PFT?"


Based on RSA 326-E:6(e) Exemptions from Licensure states:

"This chapter shall not prohibit:  Respiratory care performed as part of a limited scope of practice, as defined by the board, by certified pulmonary function technicians (CPFT), registered pulmonary function technologists (RPFT) or registered polysomnographic technologists (RPSGT) in a diagnostic laboratory or research setting.


The Board voted with a motion from Carl Rod and seconded by Jeffrey Reisert to issue a declaratory ruling which states that a NBRC Board Certified CPFT, RPFT may administer medications in a diagnostic lab or research setting.  Robert Fishwick will draft the letter giving the declaratory ruling.
ADJOURN: on motion by Jeffrey Reisert with a second by Carl Rod, the motion to adjourn at 12:10 A.M. carried in the affirmative.
