The Board reviewed a draft set of polysomnographic technician's rules, Resp 600.  The Board made changes to the rules and determinations on educational requirements, the amount of continuing education, and the types of continuing education that would be acceptable.  The Boards Administrator will make corrections and additions tothe draft rules and provide each Board member with an update as soon as they are ready.  Board member Jeffrey Reisert is also assigned with contacting the poloysomnographic national association to make determinations on specific components of the rules and will report his findings to the Board's Administrator.

The NBRC provided a letter to the Board outlining Changes to their Bylaws.

Pamela McKendrick is starting a business where a patient is referred from a dentist for a monitored sleep study.  She asked the Board if she would need a respiratory care practitioner license in this state if she were going to a person's house and showing them how to hook up the monitor.  She further states that the patient would be given a laptop computer that therapists in Arizona would be watching them sleep.  An Arizona pulmonologist would interpret this information.  The Board voted with a motion from Carl Rod and seconded by Luann Udell to send Ms. McKendrick a letter stating that the New Hampshire Respiratory Care Practice Act under RSA 326-E:1, III requires New Hampshire licensure for sending data to another location.  Further under RSA 326-E:9 a license is required for the set up and collection of data.

The Board reviewed the letter previously sent to Laurie Waterman, RCP regarding dispensing of drugs used in a double blind study under the supervision of a physician.

The Board was given the practice act for the North Carolina Respiratory Care Board and will review for discussion at the next Board meeting.
