Rules:


a.
The Board opened a public hearing on proposed rule changes to Resp 302.02, Resp 302.04, Resp 302.05, Resp 402.01, Resp 402.02, Resp 402.04, Resp 402.09, Resp 402.10, Resp 403.05, and Resp 404.03 at 10:05 am.  No members of the public offered testimony.  The Board closed the hearing at 10:20 am.

The Board discussed drafting rules regarding material management.  This is a topic that the public often sends the Board requests for clarification on.  The Board directed their Administrator to gather information as follows:

· What are the rules other States put in place if any.
· Specifically check the Massachusetts law regarding follow-up after oxygen and nebulizers are set up.

· What types of training should an individual have to set up oxygen and nebulizers?

a.
HB 326 - Polysomnographer – “relative to the licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners”.  Retained in committee.  The Board’s Administrator is currently working with the Board’s Attorney to draft a proposed law incorporating suggestions made by the Legislative Sub-Committee.

Laura Mills requested confirmation that the decision outlined in the Board’s meeting minutes, dated March 10, 201was still accurate.  The minutes stated in part  “…. any positive pressure devices, with the exception of oxygen and nebulizer, must be set up by a respiratory care practitioner….”.  The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Jeffrey Reisert to respond to Ms.  Mills e-mail stating that her interpretation is correct any positive pressure devices, with the exception of oxygen and nebulizers must be set up and delivered by a respiratory care practitioner.

The National Board for Respiratory Care, Inc. is holding their State Licensure Liaison Group Meeting on September 20-21, 2013 in Olathe, Kansas.  The Board voted on a motion from  Luann Udell with a second by Douglas Hall to send their Administrator, Tina Kelley.
6.
Administrative Question – Criminal Offender Record report rule states “A current original criminal offender record report from each state where the applicant has resided or been licensed within the past 6 years….”  Does this mean any kind of professional license?  The Board’s clarification of the rule is that it includes any health related license an individual holds or has held.
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7.
Administrative Question – Verification of licensure states “An official letter of verification sent directly to the board from every state which has issued a license or other authorization to practice…”  Does this mean in any profession or just Respiratory Care? The Board’s clarification of the rule is that it includes any health related license an individual holds or has held.
