a.
The Board commenced a hearing on Resp 211.03, Resp 302.04, Resp 401.01, Resp 402.04, Resp 403.02, Resp 403.04, Resp 403.05, Resp 404.01, Resp 404.02, Resp 404.03, Resp 404.04, and Resp 404.05 at 10:00 am.  The hearing was closed at 10:15 am.  No members of the public were present.  The Board did not deliberate on the content of the rule changes.

b.
Polysomnographer Sunrise Questionnaire -  The Board worked on questions 1 through 22 of the questionnaire.  The Board’s administrator will type up the answers to the questions and provide to the Board members for further review.  The individual Board members will work on 23 through 62 and bring there suggestions to the next regularly scheduled meeting.

Laws:  The following is informational.  The Board’s Administrator will continue to track.

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Refer to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Session 6/15/12.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Session 6/15/12.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Referred to Executive Departments and Administration for Interim Study.

e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the Office.  The amended text of this bill deleted the original bill and inserted a bill that changes the OIT laws.
