Rules:

Proposed rule changes to Resp 100, Resp 300, Resp 400, and Resp 600 have a Fiscal Impact Statement and the Initial Proposal has been submitted to the Office of Legislative Services.  The hearing is scheduled for April 14, 2011 at 10:00 am.

Keene Medical Products, Inc. submitted a letter seeking clarification of the regulations in regards to Oxygen Conserving Device Titration.  The Board voted with a motion from Luann Udell and seconded by Douglas Hall to have Michael Quinlan draft a letter for Board review in April.  This letter will inform Darryl Coplan General Manager of Keene Medical Products, Inc. that no non-clinician can perform tests to check the oxygen saturation of a patient who is using an oxygen conserving device.  The Board will also direct Mr. Coplan to Health Facilities Administration because they set the standards for durable medical equipment companies.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Lucas Dantzler, SACU Senior Project Assistant in which Mr. Dantzler asks the question "I would like to verify if out of state businesses would have to obtain a NH Respiratory Care Practitioner License to dispense respiratory care products and supplies in NH.  The Board voted with a motion from Douglas Hall and seconded by Michael Quinlan to have the Board's Administrator to draft a letter for review at the April meeting.  This letter will state any positive pressure devices, with the exception of oxygen and nebulizer, must be set up by a respiratory care practitioner.  The Board will further direct Mr. Dantzler to RSA 326-E:1., X which describes the scope of practice of a respiratory care practitioner.

The Board reviewed a letter from Geoffrey A. Krueger, RCP of Proactive Solutions HME Consulting, LLC a durable medical equipment company inquiring about the scope of practice or respiratory care practitioners in New Hampshire.  More specifically, the set-up and patient instruction of durable medical equipment in the home and the assembly, repair, testing, and maintenance of that equipment.  The Board voted with a motion from Michael Quinlan and seconded by Douglas Hall to have the Board's administrator to draft a letter to be reviewed at the April meeting.  This letter will state any positive pressure devices, with the exception of oxygen and nebulizer, must be set up by a respiratory care practitioner.  The Board also confirm that RSA 326-E:1., X which describes the scope of practice of a respiratory care practitioner are the procedures that must be performed by a respiratory care practitioner.
