In response to a request by the Board Amh J. Plante, SLP submitted additional information for the Board’s review.  Based on the information provided by Ms. Plante, the Board determined that she is 6.5 hours short of the required 30 hours of continuing education.  The Board voted on a motion from Robyn Kingsley with a second by Deborah Snow-Major to grant Ms. Plantes request for an extension to obtain the additional hours.  The Board will give Ms. Plante until April 30, 2014 to submit evidence of an additional 6.5 hours of continuing education. The Board determined that the course in and of itself does not meet the description of “Other Hours” in Spe 405.01(d).  The Board noted from Ms. Westwood’s full description of the purpose of the course that it may fall under Spe 405.06 Participation in a Facility-Based In-Service Training, Including Grand Rounds.  The Board voted on a motion from Robyn Kingsley with a second by Deborah Snow-Major to request documentation of the presentation she described in her letter no later than April 18, 2014.

Board staff asked for clarification on a question that was posed by several callers: Can a Speech-Specialist who is working within the school setting supervise a person who is certified as a Speech-Language Assistant and is using the designation SLA?  The Board noted that Spe 607.01(a) states:


“A speech-language assistant shall receive direction from, and be supervised by, an individual holding a currently valid New Hampshire license to practice speech-language pathology.


This rule is inclusive of all settings, which means that a Speech-Language Assistant can only be supervised by a New Hampshire licensed Speech-Language Pathologist no matter where they practice.

The Board has directed their Administrator to put this information on their web site under “Frequently Asked Questions” and to create a notice to go out with all licenses informing them of this rule.
