The Board reviewed a letter from Jean Rube-Rainier asking about continuing education and non-accredited courses.  The Board voted on a motion from Laura Darling with a second from Robyn Kingsley to respond as follows:  The Board does not pre-approve continuing education but that Spe 405.04 describes “Completion of Non-Academic Courses, Seminars, Conferences and Workshops” and Spe 405.13 describes “Public Professional Presentations Relating to Speech-Language Pathology”.  Individuals who are certified as Speech-Language Assistants must earn continuing education after they are certified.  If an individual takes a course after certification it must meet the criteria for continuing education outlined in Spe 605.01.  In addition, the Board will remind Ms. Rube-Rainier that although the degree that is issued says “Major: Speech-Language Pathology Asst” according to Spe 608.01 individuals practicing in New Hampshire must call themselves either a “Speech-Language Assistant” or a “Certified Speech-Language Assistant”.
