HEARING – Heather A. Pattangall, SLP – The Board commenced by a hearing into allegations that Ms. Pattangall is in violation of the Settlement Agreement dated December 1, 2011 by not completing a live, ASHA approved, 6 hour supervisory skills continuing education program within nine months of the effective date of the Settlement Agreement and not contacting the Board to seek permission to amend the 2011 Settlement Agreement.  Additionally, to determine if Ms. Pattangall engaged in professional misconduct by not reporting employment changes to the Board’s office.  The Board determined that the evidence showed that Ms. Pattangall did not change her business address with the Board between the date of renewal, November 15, 2011 and September 2, 2013.  The evidence further showed that Ms. Pattangall is not in compliance with the Settlement Agreement because she did not and has not complete the required live six hour supervisory skills continuing education program approved by ASHA.  For these reasons the Board voted to issue an Order which imposes the following sanctions:

1.
License suspension until Ms. Pattangall completes the following:



a.
The required 6 hours supervisory skills continuing education program described in the Settlement Agreement; and


b.
The ProBE Ethics Course.


2.
If the courses required are not completed before renewal Ms. Pattangall will have to renew her suspended license or let it lapse and request reinstatement at a later date.

3.
The courses cannot be used towards her renewal or if the case presents itself reinstatement.

Office question – Under Spe 605.01 Speech-Language Assistants are required to complete 12 hours of continuing competence per biennium.  What if they license within the renewal year?  In keeping with the procedures for all licensing the Board does agree that anyone licensed January 1 through September 31 of the renewal year would only need to obtain 6 hours of continuing education.

Office question – Under Spe 309.01 Supervisors of Provisional Licensee states “Not either be or come under disciplinary investigation or charges in the facility where the supervision is to take place.”  Do you want to add “ and has not had disciplinary action taken against them in any state within the past 5 years”.  The Board instructed their Administrator to draft a rule change.
