Petition to amend Speech-Language Pathology rules.  The Governing Board wishes this petition be brought before each of the individual Boards.

The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute, PT and seconded by Eileen Thayer, OT to publish the public minutes of all Board meetings on the web site for ease in public access.

The Board wishes to bring before all the individual Boards the question of whether or not to add the question "Have you ever been fired or dismissed from a position at your place of employment?" to the application.

Office Project Report - FYI
7.
Update on what the individual Boards are doing:

a.
Respiratory Therapy Governing Board is working with the Office of Emergency Medical Services with respect to the role of paramedics in the hospital setting and their use of CPAP.  They are also working on licensing sleep lab technicians.


b.
Occupational Therapy Governing Board is working on making the public aware of the ratio of OT's to OTA's for the purpose of supervision.  They are also clarifying for OT's and OTA's whether or not they may perform PT/INR finger sticks in the home health setting.


c.
Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board has just finished their rules and are now beginning the process of writing rules to license Speech-Language Pathologist Assistants.


d.
Athletic Trainers Governing Board is monitoring legislation that could possibly allow them to bill for services.


e.
Recreational Therapy Governing Board is working on their disciplinary rules.  Specifically obtaining a ruling from ED&A on whether or not they can use the word "may" instead of "shall".


f.
Physical Therapy Governing Board is nearly done with their rules.  They have opened their practice act to allow physical therapists to practice on animals once they have acquired additional training.



The Chiropractic Board tried to limit the use of joint mobilization to those individuals who have taken 400 lecture hours and 800 hours of hands on in the subject.  The ED&A ruled that they could regulate their own profession but not other professions.



The Chiropractic Board requested the Attorney Generals office rule on whether or not it was in the scope of practice for physical therapists to do joint mobilization.  The ruling was submitted to both the Chiropractic Board and the Physical Therapy Governing Board that it was within their scope of practice.



The Board is also monitoring various bills regarding massage therapy.
