Laws:


a.
HB 222 - Relative to administrative rules which contain a fee increase, allowing political subdivisions to object to a proposed rule, and eliminating certain statutory provisions granting general rulemaking authority.  The Bill affects the Physical Therapy Governing Board by repealing RSA 328-A:4, VII which says:



"Regulating any other matter necessary for the administration of this chapter and the board's duties and responsibilities under RSA 328-F"



Although it appears that the PT Board does not rely on this law to implement any of its rules there is no way to see if it might be necessary in the future.  The next subcommittee work session is scheduled for 9/27/11 at 10:30 am in the LOB.

b.
HB 446 - Repealing the authority for regulation of certain professional occupations.  The Bill is attempting to eliminate licensing of the Athletic Trainers Governing Board and the Recreational Therapy Governing Board.  There have been 2 drafts.  The latest draft makes licensure for the 2 Allied Health Boards affected voluntary.  The four other Board's under the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals will have representative attend the committee meetings to show their support for licensure of both recreational therapy and athletic training.

c.
HB 624 - Relative to the rulemaking authority of state agencies to establish or increase fees and costs.  This Bill has been retained in committee the last subcommittee work session was held 6/2/11.


d.
The Board voted with a motion from Roberta Ann Daw, OTA and seconded by Kerri Lafond, AT to submit Allied Health Professionals law change for the next legislative session (2012).


The Board then voted with a motion from Roberta Ann Daw, OTA and second by Kerri Lafond to have Sharon Nichols contact Representative Jim Powers from Portsmouth to sponsor the bill.
