The Board voted to adopt Phy 400 with a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Greg Woodsum.

The Board voted to accept the initial proposal of Phy 303.02 with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by James Bradley.

The Board's office staff asked the question "If a licensed PTA is applying for his/her PT license does Phy 304.04(i) mean that they must obtain letters of verification from every state in which he/she has practices as a PTA?"  After reviewing the rule the Board determined that the rule does mean that they must obtain letters of verification from the time they were licensed in other states as a PTA.

The Board voted with a motion from James Bradley and seconded by Greg Woodsum to add the question "Have you ever been fired or dismissed for cause other than staff reduction from a position at your place of employment?" to the initial application.

f.
Review of rule relevant to which CPR courses are acceptable as continuing education.  The Board noted that they do not allow continuing education for CPR courses.

She would like to see the rule changed so that the PT could endorse the discharge summary rather then write it themselves.  She also submitted a letter outlining her concerns.  The Board will bring this request to the May meeting for further discussion.

Carol King, PT and Judith Churchill, OT submitted a letter to the Board outlining 9 questions regarding the practice of physical therapists and physical therapist assistants in the school setting.  The Board reviewed all questions and voted with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by James Bradley to have Laurel Clute write a letter to be sent answering the various questions and citing the rules that apply.

The Board reviewed a letter submitted by Steven Gordon, PTA who asked a question regarding the limitations and function of an ATC in a clinic.  He wanted to know what role they could play and what they could bill for.  He also asked what the penalties would be if the rules were not followed.  The Board voted with a motion from James Bardley and seconded by Greg Woodsum to send Mr. Gordon a letter outlining the role of the ATC in a clinic and letting him know that all violations of rule were subject to disciplinary action.
