PHYSICAL THERAPIST ASSISTANT APPLICATION FOR REINSTATEMENT

Because Ms. Byers received her initial license on June 18, 2009 the Board voted on a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Nicole Lavoie to renew her license based on Phy 402.10(a)(2).


Vivian T. Nguyer, PT


The Board reviewed the request of Vivian T. Nguyen, PT to renew her license.  Ms. Nguyen stated that she last practiced in January of 2010.  The Board noted that on her 2010 renewal she stated that she practiced until November 29, 2010.  On a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Nicole Lavoie the Board voted to send Ms. Nguyen a letter clarifying the date she last practiced.  Under the same motion the Board voted to authorize their administrator to approve a conditional renewal if the date of last practice was November 29, 2010 based on the following:


Ms. Nguyen had practiced for 9 years without interruption and was out of the practice for 2 years the Board will issue a conditional license.  Supervision will be required under general supervision for the duration stipulated in Phy 408.04(c).


If Ms. Nordstrom verifies that she last practiced January 2010 the renewal information will be brought back before the Board for further review.

Andrea L. Kirby, PTA
