The Board Chair signed the letter stating that Phy 401.02, Phy 401.03, Phy 402.04, Phy 403.01, Phy 403.02, Phy 403.04, Phy 404.02, Phy 406.01, Phy 406.17, Phy 406.18, Phy 406.19, 407.17, Phy 407.18, and Phy 410.03 are the same in substance as the rules originally filed with the Office of Legislative Services, Division of Administrative Rules.

Jason Rodeghero, PT sent a letter requesting that the Board consider clinical mentors of physical therapy programs and fellowship training programs for continuing education credit.  The Board voted with a motion from Robert Brunton and second by Martha Aguiar to have their Administrator draft rules changes that would give credit to these types of activities and bring it back to the Board for their February meeting.  Under the same vote the Board instructed their administrator to send a letter to Mr. Rodeghero letting him know that they were taking this request under advisement and have begun the process of writing the rule.

The Board finds that Mr. Hogan violated the Board’s rules with regards to his failure to respond to the Board’s repeated requests to submit material related to the random audit.
