This project is complete and Board is now in compliance with this Federal requirement.

The Board reviewed the question submitted by Stephen W. Tipping.  Mr. Tipping requested a clarification of Phy 409.01(8).  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by James Bradley to reply to Mr. Tipping's e-mail as follows:


If the progress note is computer generated but printed out and put in the patient’s chart it is not an electronic record and must be co-signed according to Phy 409.01(8).  Greg Woodsum recused.

Jonathan Greenwood, PT asked the Board two questions regarding supervision of a PTA.  The first question is in regards to the frequency of onsite supervision needed for a PTA and the second question is at what frequency does the PT need to re-assess the student in a school setting.  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to sent Mr. Greenwood an e-mail stating that there is no difference in supervision when done in a school setting and that the PT needs to see the patient at least every 60 days.  The Board also wishes to direct Mr. Greenwood to the definition of General Supervision in the Boards rules, Phy 302.08.

The Board reviewed a question submitted by Zachary C. Lane an applicant for licensure who is stationed in Iraq.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Laurel Clute to approve Mr. Lanes request to hold his file open until September to allow Mr. Lane to return to the United States and time to study to take the national exam.

The Board reviewed the e-mail submitted by Grant Myrick.  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar not to respond to this e-mail because this situation has nothing to do with the New Hampshire Board.  Mr. Myrick appears to be poling all states to see if anyone has rules that would allow him to license without having passed the national exam.
