Rules:

a)
The Board reviewed proposed changes to administrative rules as submitted by their Administrator and requested verification to the suggested change to Rec 302.04 by adding the requirement for an applicant to provide proof of completion of the NCTRC national exam.  The Board also directed theIR Administrator to re-draft the section for "Conditional Licensees" so that they may issue a license with restrictions.  Sharon Nichols further informed the Board's that their has been an update to the code of ethics and will provide the Board with a copy at the March meeting.

Laws:

a)
The Board reviewed HB 446 repealing the authority for regulation of certain professional occupations.  There are 2 points the Board wishes to express to the House.  The first is that the Board operates under the Office of Licensed Allied Health Professionals and as a whole must earn 125% of their operating cost.  This means that the Board as part of this group is providing the State with income.  Secondly, the Board's charge is to protect the public from unqualified people providing therapeutic recreation which have specific goals and outcomes for the individual.  The Board voted with a motion from Sharon Nichols and seconded by Stephany Lavallee to have John Preve submit written testimony which will be delivered to the February 22, 2011 hearing by Board Chair Robert Dupont.  Under the same motion the Board voted to have Robert Dupont represent the Board at the hearing and provide oral and written testimony on the Board's position.
