Rules:


a.
The Board reviewed and clarified change to previously reviewed rules and reviewed a change to Resp 211.03 that should be made at this time.  With a motion from Luann Udell and second by Douglas Hall the Board voted to accept the rule change addition and clarifications.  This set of rules will begin the rule making process.

Laws:  The following is informational.  The Board’s Administrator will continue to track.

a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Sent to interim study.


b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Sent to interim study.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Sent to interim study.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Sent to interim study.


e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the Office.  The amended text of this bill deleted the original bill and inserted a bill that changes the OIT laws.


e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the office.  The hearing on SB 407 was held March 8, 2012.  The Board review Recommendations and Position Statement.
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5.
The Board reviewed an e-mail which addressed safe staffing levels in New Hampshire hospitals.  The writer states that he “feels that at times the staffing is at a dangerous point and would like to see the State of NH implement minimum staffing levels throughout all health care facilities”.  The Board voted with a motion from Jeffrey Reisert and second from Douglas Hall to respond to the e-mail.  The Board will inform the writer that although they understand his concerns it is not within the authority of the Board to address this matter.

Criminal Offender Record Report – Requiring all licensees to obtain a FBI criminal offender record report is written into Board of Medicines law.  Contained in that same law is the fact that all licensees must obtain a criminal offender record report from NH even if they never lived here.  It takes 4 to 6 weeks to receive the report.

Tina Kelley, Board Administrator met with the respiratory care students of River Valley Community College on April 9, 2012 to discuss the licensure process.
