Laws:

HB 326 - Polysomnographer – “relative to the licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners”.  No updates

The following questions were asked with regards to unlicensed individual providing services in the home setting:

1.
Can these individuals administer CPAP/BIPAP pressure changes, mask fits, take breath rates, heart rates, administration oxygen, and counsel patients.  Board Determination:  Unlicensed individual cannot practice as a respiratory care practitioner (see scope of practice RSA 326-E:1) without being licensed as such or hold a licensed in another profession that allows those tasks within their scope of practice.


2.
Is a respiratory care practitioner working within the home health agency responsible for individuals hired to these tasks?  Board Determination:  The respiratory care practitioner is not responsible so long as they are not supervising and delegating these tasks to the unlicensed individual.  Under RSA 328-F:25 the respiratory care practitioner does have a legal obligation to report anyone in violation of the law.

3.
Are there any laws that regulate sleep lab technicians?  Board Determination:  Yes, see RSA 326-E:6 I. (e) which states:  “Respiratory care performed as part of a limited scope of practice, as defined by the board, by certified pulmonary function technicians (CPFT), registered pulmonary function technologists (RPFT) or registered polysomnographic technologists (RPSGT) in a diagnostic laboratory or research setting.”


The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Douglas Hall to send a letter stating as indicated above.  Robert Fishwick, Board Chair will review the letter before it is sent.
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5.
The Board reviewed an e-mail asking: Is it within the scope of practice of a respiratory care practitioner to insert IV’s and PICC’s?  The Board voted on a motion from Jeffrey Reisert with a second by Douglas to respond to the e-mail stating it is within the scope of practice of a respiratory care practitioner to insert IV’s and it is not within the scope of practice for them to insert PICC’s.
ADJOURN: on motion by Luann Udell with a second by Douglas Hall, the motion to adjourn at 10:25 A.M. carried in the affirmative.
