Jeff Reisert gave an overview of what the Board was trying to accomplish with regards to licensing of Sleep Lab Technicians.  Two draft sets of rules were reviewed with regards to ways of becoming licensed.  The discussion was positive and a decision was made to invite the Polysomnographers to the May 14, 2009 Board meeting.  The open forum will begin at 10:00 am.  The purpose of this open forum is to obtain their thoughts and ideas on how licensing should be accomplished.

Paul Punturieri, RCP - Question - The Board voted with a motion from Carl Rod and seconded by Michael Quinlan to have Robert Fishwick write a letter to Mr. Punturieri stating that practicing paramedics can sit for the flight paramedic exam and that those paramedic level providers can utilize ventilators outside the hospital and in certain instances inside the institution as long as they have been deemed competent to do so.  However, they cannot initiate mechanical ventilation on their own.  Paramedic level providers must have orders for mechanical ventilation and cannot make changes outside what is ordered by the physician provider.

Carl Rod gave the Board an update on discussions between himself and Emergency Medical Services (EMS).  EMS is doing a thorough review of what paramedics are doing in the field and will be bringing those findings to the table for further discussion.
