SB 14 - relative to the governing boards of allied health professionals.  This bill went through and only achieved the military portion of the original bill.  The Board voted with a motion from Carol Ann McGurk, SLP and seconded by Kerri Lafond, AT to have Trudy Mott-Smith draft legislation to pro-rate continuing education for those applicants who license within the biennium.

b.
The Board voted with a motion from Carol Ann McGurk, SLP and seconded by Laurel Clute, PT to have Trudy Mott-Smith review the Board of Directors laws and make suggestions on where the word certificate holder needs to be inserted so that the Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board can start certifying Speech-Language Assistants.


The Board then appointed Carol Ann McGurk, SLP and Eileen Thayer, OT to assist Trudy Mott-Smith on behalf of the Board with regards to the proposed law changes.
