Law Changes:

a.
HB 1124 - relative to the membership of the occupational therapy governing board and relative to equipment used in respiratory care practice.  The Respiratory Care portion of this bill has been removed from the bill.


b.
HB 1248 - relative to speech-language assistants.  Has passed the House and is being heard in the Senate on March 30, 2016.


c.
HB 1213 - repealing Athletic Trainer license requirements.  This bill has been voted inexpedient to legislate.

The Board reviewed the reason behind changes to all Board rules relative to requiring applicants for reinstatement to provide transcripts when none are present in an applicant’s file.
5.
The Board will request their counsel to attend the next regularly scheduled Board of Directors meeting.

The Board discussed the “Fast Track” program and drafting a protocol that would outline who could approve applications for licensure outside a Board meeting.
