Linda Brennick, RN asked the Board a scope of practice question:  Is it within the scope of practice of an athletic trainer to provide a “diagnosis” based on clinical exam?  The Board voted on a motion from Scott Roy with a second by Andrew York to send the following response:

It is within the scope of practice an athletic trainer to provide a “diagnosis” based on an examination.  The National Athletic Trainers Association’s document titled “Profile of Athletic Trainers” under Professional Practice and Education includes clinical examination and diagnosis.  The Board of Certification for the Athletic Trainer under standard #4 the Clinical Evaluation and Diagnosis state that “prior to treatment the Athletic Trainer assesses the patient’s level of function.  The patient’s input is considered an integral part of the initial assessment.  The Athletic Trainer follows standardized clinical practice in the area of diagnostic reasoning and medical decision making.”  In performing the duties as described the Athletic Trainer must be working within his or her scope of practice and be under the direction of a physician licensed in any state or in Canada.  See RSA 326-G:1, III for the complete scope of practice.
