The Board reviewed the request of Sharon A. Bridson, OTA to waive the late fee based on the fact that she sent the certification fee instead of the licensure fee and even though there was missing information on the form it was received in the Board's office on November 30, 2011.  The Board voted with a motion from Barbara Richardson and second from Wendi Guillette to deny Ms. Bridson's request based on the fact that the "Renewal Instructions" stated the renewal was due in the Board's office no later than November 24, 2011 to afford the applicant the opportunity to have the application reviewed and if necessary returned for completion without incurring the late fee.

The Board reviewed the request of Cheryl B. Cronin, OT to waive the late fee based on the fact that she was unclear about the December 1, 2011 deadline.  The Board voted with a motion from Barbara Richardson and second from Carol Lewis to deny her request based on the fact that this rule has been in place since April 15, 2000 and the "Renewal Instructions" clearly define all deadlines.

The Board reviewed the request of Erin Fontaine, OTA to waive the late fee based on financial hardship.
