The Board reviewed an e-mail from Jeff Rosa of the Ohio Occupational Therapy Governing Board in which he asks several questions.  The Board voted on a motion from Maris Wofsy with a second by Dwayne Oothoudt to answer the questions as follows:
· Can I use my occupational therapy credential if the services are not considered as part of occupational therapy?  Board response: No
· When working with communities/populations, do I need to do an evaluation and establish a treatment/intervention plan?  Board response:  When providing an intervention a treatment plan is established and then an individual would need to do an evaluation otherwise no.

· In addition:  New Hampshire is the same as Ohio in the statement “If a licensee is using their occupational therapy knowledge to provide the consultation, they can’t refer to it as occupational therapy or hold themselves out as an OTA unless they follow the requirements of the OT practice Act, which would require the collaboration with the supervising occupational therapist.  If direct services are provided the evaluation and plan of care by the OT is required.

The Board voted on a motion from Dwayne Oothoudt with a second by Maris Wofsy to have Wendy Guillette continue as Board Chair in 2015.

The Board’s work group which is creating a cross walk for continuing education has not completed the task and will present the finished product at a future meeting.

The Board voted on a motion from Dwayne Oothoudt with a second by Maris Wofsy to table Wendy Guillette’s presentation on discussions held at the national meeting until the February meeting.
