The Board reviewed an e-mail from Laurie Clute, PT asking if an OT or OTA also learned theory and how to use other electrical stimulation modalities (e.g. Interferential [IFC] and Pre-mod and Russian Stimulation), and was tested for competency would the PAM’s certification cover these devises?  The Board voted on a motion from Dwayne Oothoudt with a second by Maris Wofsy that an individual would be allowed to use these devices so long as they held a PAM’s certificate issued by the Board.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Gregory G. Morneau asking if video conferencing was allowed under the practice act and can he teleconference with a patient who lives in Vermont?  The Board voted on a motion from Barbara Richardson with a second by Maris Wofsy to respond that there are no rules prohibiting teleconference with a patient, see RSA 326-C:1(6), which describes collaboration.  With that said if the individual is located in Vermont that the Occupational Therapist must be licensed in Vermont.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Lisa Owen asking if “Dry Needling” was within the scope of practice for an Occupational Therapist.  The Board voted on a motion from Dwayne Oothoudt with a second by Maris Wofsy to respond stating that the rules do not prohibit this modality so long as an individual is trained and competent in the procedure as long as it is used in conjunction with those activities allowed under RSA 326-C:1, III.
