Rules:


a.
Phy 300 various sections – the Board reviewed the final proposal of Phy 300 with annotated changes.  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie to accept the final proposal as amended.

b.
Phy 403.02 and Phy 408.04 – the Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to accept the final proposal as presented.

Carrie Jose, PT – asked the Board a question relating to multiple professions teaming up in one practice to provide a variety of services for chronic pain.  Specifically, would she be violating any rules with such a structure?  The Board voted on a motion from Gillian Cavezzali with a second by Nicole Lavoie respond by stating that the structure does not violate any rules that the Board is aware of so long as each person is following their own scope of practice and administrative rules.

The Board reviewed the rules and laws from various States regarding the supervision of PT and PTA students.  After much discussion the Board chose various sections of other States and instructed their Administrator to draft rules.  The draft rules will be reviewed by the Board at a later meeting.
10.
The Board reviewed the Physical Therapy Advisor published by the Oklahoma Board of Medical Licensure and Supervision.  This document was informational.

11.
The Board reviewed the APTA publication titled “Providing Physical Therapy in the Home”.  This publication was informational.

12.
The Board received an update on the status of the notification that was sent to all licensees announcing the new Jurisprudence Examination requirements.

a.
Information provided by the FSBPT showed that 100% of the notifications were delivered with no bounces.  There was a 215% open rate, which means that individuals opened the document more than once.  Only 2 individuals unsubscribed to the mailing.  Based on this information the Board determined that it was not necessary to send post cards announcing the Jurisprudence Examination.
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b.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from the NHAPTA in which they requested that the Board provide them with a copy of notifications, such as the notification for the new Jurisprudence Examination, so that they may provide the information to their members.  The Board will provide them with the information in the future to facilitate the announcement of new requirements.  The NHAPTA also requested that the Board participate in a webinar to provide members of the NHAPTA to opportunity to hear about the rules and ask questions.  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Gillian Cabezzali to decline the offer at this time.  There are currently effective ways that the Board provides information to all licensees: mass e-mails and their web site.  In addition, if an individual has a question they can either call the Board’s office or submit a letter for full Board review.


c.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from George Gagnon, PTA expressing his displeasure with the new Jurisprudence requirement.

The Board was asked to present to the Franklin Pierce graduating class information on licensure in the State of New Hampshire.  Due to scheduling conflicts the Board was unable to provide the presentation this year.
