EXAM REQUESTS

The Board reviewed the request of Bonnie Colby to re-take the physical therapy national exam for the 4th time.  Based on the fact that she completed the requirements outlined in Phy 303.05(a) the Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to approve her to re-take the exam.  Under Phy 303.05(e) the Board can not approve an individual’s re-taking of the examination for a fifth time.

The Board reviewed the request of Tomasz L. Jankowski requesting special accommodations when taking the National Physical Therapy Examination.  His request was based on the fact that English is his second language.  The Board voted with a motion from Nicole Lavoie and seconded by Lea Bruch to deny his request based on the criteria outlined in Phy 303.02.

The Board met with Brent Therrien at Mr. Therrien’s request.  Because of Arizona’s rules if someone needs a criminal offender record report from Arizona than they must go through the FBI.  Mr. Therrien wanted to discuss with the Board the possibility of obtaining a conditional license while he waits for the FBI to issue the report.  Based on the Physical Therapy Administrative Rules the Board voted with a motion from Nicole Lavoie and seconded by Martha Aguiar to deny his request for conditional licensure.  Under the same motion the Board voted to approve his application pending receipt of a clean FBI criminal offender record report.

Rules:


The Board reviewed draft rule changes and made a few additional changes.  Before voting to move forward with this draft the Board asked their Administrator to draft some changes to Phy 306.04.  Once all proposed rule changes are finalized the Board will vote to begin the process.

Laws:


a.
SB 240 – Relative to the regulation of the practice of genetic counseling.  Sent to interim study.

b.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Sent to interim study.


c.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Sent to interim study.


d.
HB 1609 – Relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Sent to interim study.

e.
SB 407 establishing an office of professional licensure and transferring administrative and clerical operations of certain professional licensing and certification boards to the Office.  Bill was amended which completely changed the title and the text. The Bill now refers to OIT.

The Board reviewed a letter generated from the March 21, 2012 meeting to be sent to Kim-Laura Boyle on the topic of physical therapist assistants doing re-evaluations.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and second by Lea Bruch to send the letter as amended.
8.
The Board reviewed a question from a potential licensee.  The question stated does a felony conviction for submission of false information on a bank loan preclude someone from becoming licensed as a Physical Therapist or Physical Therapist Assistant?  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to respond to the e-mail by stating that a felony does not necessarily preclude a person from being issued a professional license and that each application is taken upon its own merits.
