RULES

a)
The Board reviewed proposed changes to their administrative rules which were submitted by Tina Kelley the Board's administrator and Laurel Clute Board member.  After review the Board made suggestions and requested all drafted material be provided to them before the next meeting so that they could carefully review and discuss at the May meeting.

The Board reviewed an e-mail from Beth Engelsman, PT of St. Joseph Hospital in which she asks questions about conditional licensees, more specifically billing Medicare and other insurance companies, co-signing of notes, paid or not paid status, and liability insurance for these individuals.  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to have their administrator write a letter stating that those physical therapists that hold a conditional license do not have any restrictions on their license which would affect the scope of their practice, the only requirement is that they are supervised for a period of time as described in the Administrative Rules.  The letter will direct Ms. Engelsman to Medicare or other insurance companies for billing requirements and to St. Joseph Hospital personnel office for information on negotiating the terms of employment for someone who holds a conditional license.  Nicole Lavoie will review the letter before it is sent.
9.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Rich Wooten, President of BioAnalogics with regards to scope of practice of physical therapists and if they are permitted to do "Nutrition Counseling".  The Board voted with a motion from Nicole Lavoie and seconded by Laurel Clute to obtain additional information from Mr. Wooten with regards to the Wellness and Disease Management Program he has developed and what he means by Diagnostic Modalities.  Once this information is obtained the e-mail and additional information will be brought back before the Board.
10.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from Andrea Sorlie of the American Physical Therapy Association with regards to the compilation of data about continuing education credit given by various states for achieving American Board of Physical Therapy Specialties specialist certification and recertification.  The Board directed their administrator to draft a rule that would allow New Hampshire licensees to obtain credit for such certification and recertification.

The FSBPT provided the Board with information about the increase in exam fees that will take place on January 1, 2013.

The Board reviewed the information submitted by the FSBPT requesting the credentialing of the Delegate, Alternate Delegate, and Administrator to attend the 2011 annual meeting scheduled for September 24, 2011 to be held in Charlotte, North Carolina.  The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to authorize Ronald Fuller to attend as the Board's delegate with Nicole Lavoie as his alternate delegate.  The Board further authorized Tina Kelley to attend as their administrator.

The Board voted with a motion from Laurel Clute and seconded by Nicole Lavoie to authorize Tina Kelley the Board's Administrator to attend the 2011 NPTE Summit.  This invitation was made by the FSBPT and will be focusing on policy implications of PT licensure in light of recent NPTE security breaches.

The Board reviewed the repeal of RSA 328-A:15-b Animal Physical Therapy Certification.  The Board directed their administrator to discuss this matter with their attorney and to determine how this repeal affects the Board with regards to oversight of these individuals.  This matter will be brought back before the Board at their May meeting for further discussion.
