The Board reviewed an e-mail that asked 6 questions.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second from Nicole Lavoie to answer the questions as follows:


1.
If a patient has just come out of surgery and is still in the “Post Anesthesia Care Unit” (PACU)/Recovery, is a PTA allowed to apply a CPM to this pt before they are evaluated by a PT?   Board Answer: No.


2.
What if the CPM is fitted to the pt pre-operatively and it simply needs to be applied to the patient in the PACU… is it alright for a PTA to apply a pre-fitted CPM to a pt who has not been evaluated yet by the PT?  Board Answer: No


3.
Is a PTA allowed to provide pre-operative education for patients who are about to undergo elective joint replacement surgery? For example, let’s say there is a “Joint School” that multiple disciplines attend with one or more patients present in order to provide them with information to prepare for their upcoming hospital stay. I am assuming that PTAs are able to participate without the presence of a PT as long as they are providing routine information and not providing “treatment”. If I am wrong, please let me know.  Board Answer: Yes


4.
During “Joint School”, would a PTA be able to fit and measure a CPM to a patient in preparation for an upcoming surgery? The patient is most likely referred by the Orthopedic Surgeon pre-operatively strictly for the purpose of being fit for a CPM and getting routine information.  Board Answer:  No

5.
Is the CPM a unit that should exclusively be fit and measured by a physical therapy professional?  Board Answer:  Only a PT can perform these tasks.  Other professions would be allowed as long as it is within their scope of practice.

6.
Are there any other disciplines who might be able to apply a pre-fit CPM besides physical therapy? Is nursing able to perform this type of procedure (applying a previously fit CPM) for a patient who is just coming out of anesthesia?  Board Answer: Other professions would be allowed as long as it is within their scope of practice.
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8.
The Board reviewed an e-mail from the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy’s, Minimum Data Set Task Force.  The Task Force described the work they are doing with regards to the collection of information that would be used to create a nationwide Minimum Data Set.  The Board had two initial questions: If we were to collect the information who would do the data entry and is it legal for the Board to collect this type of information for this purpose?  The Board voted on a motion from Robert Brunton with a second by Nicole Lavoie to table this item until they can gather the additional information and after the Federations annual meeting.
9.
The Board reviewed the agenda for the 2013 annual meeting of the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy.  The Board went through the agenda and assigned those attending different programs so that all programs relative to the Board would be covered.
