OUT OF THE PRACTICE

Cheryl C. Alden, PT - The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to conditionally renew Ms. Alden's license.  The conditional license will be valid for no more then 26 weeks as described in Phy 307.01.  She will have to provide a supervision form signed by a New Hampshire licensed physical therapist who is willing to supervise her as described in Phy 307.04 and submit a report from her supervisor which determines whether and to what extent she has the skills set forth in Phy 307.11.


Julie Laracy, PT - The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to conditionally renew Ms. Laracy's license.  The conditional license will be valid for no more then 26 weeks as described in Phy 307.01. 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Elizabeth J. Bord, PT - Ms. Bord provided the Board with a note stating her displeasure with the new active in the profession rules.  The Board reviewed the note and determined that no further action was necessary.  Ms. Bond's note will be placed on file.


Erika L. Frick, PT - The Board reviewed the request of Ms. Frick to obtain a conditional license because she has been out of the practice since August of 2008.  The Board noted that Ms. Frick is currently living in another state and could not fulfill the requirements for supervision which is part of a conditional license.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to deny Ms. Frick's request and let her know that upon her return to the State of NH she can apply for reinstatement of her license at which time the Board can outline the avenues available to her in order to have her license reinstated.

Carys A. Kirk, PT - The Board reviewed the application for renewal and letter from Ms. Kirk which outlined why she should be considered as active in the profession while working under the title of physician assistant.  The Board determined that the skills necessary to practice in an orthopedic setting as a physician's assistant and the skills necessary to practice as a physical therapy are compatible. Donald Hutchins sent a follow up to previous questions sent to the Board.  His question is "If the Plan is "d/c physical therapy" and then the PT signs the note that the PTA wrote, is that within the administrative laws?"  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and Seconded by Martha Aguiar to reply to Mr. Hutchins stating that a physical therapist must write the discharge note.  The physical therapist assistant can submit information to the physical therapist pertinent to the patient discharge status.

Traci Alexander, PT sent an e-mail to the Board asking the Board if a PTA could perform joint mobilizations.  The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Ronald Fuller to have Laurel Clute write a letter telling Ms. Alexander that the Board's rules are vague on this topic and that the APTA states that PTAs should not be doing joint mobilization.  Ms. Clute will pose the question to Ms. Alexander does she wish to take the responsibility of delegating joint mobilization to a PTA when New Hampshire's rules are vague on the topic and the APTA says that they should not be performing this task.
