Courtney Ray of TechHealth asked the Board if NH has any modality limits when providing physical therapy, specifically when providing treatment to patients who are receiving PT under a workers' compensation claim.  The Board with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to send Ms. Ray a letter informing her that NH does not and that a physical therapist should have clear evidence supporting the need for the modalities they are using.
