The Board reviewed the submission of additional continuing education information submitted by Amie L. Blanchette, PT and voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to request further documentation of one of the courses.


The Board reviewed the submission of additional continuing education information submitted by Melissa N. Chapman, PTA.  On a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Nicole Lavoie the Board voted to accept Ms. Chapman’s documentation as completion of the continuing education audit.

RENEWAL REQUEST

The Board reviewed the request of Elaine E. Lewin, PT to renew her license.  The Board noted that Ms. Lewin’s renewal application had been returned to her on or about November 14, 2014 for completion.  In addition, Ms. Lewin waited until February 23, 2015 to request that her license be renewed.  The Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Martha Aguiar to deny Ms. Lewin’s request and inform her that if she wishes to hold a license to practice in New Hampshire she must now file a reinstatement application.

APPEAL

Lucia Houck, PTA requested an appeal of the Board decision to issue her a conditional license which required her to work under supervision.  Based on the Board’s Administrative Rules and the fact that Ms. Houck has been out of the practice of physical therapy the Board voted on a motion from Nicole Lavoie with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to deny her request.

Rules:


a.
RULES HEARING – The Board opened a hearing at 1:45 PM on the re-adoption of various sections of Phy 300 and the re-adoption and amendment to Phy 403.02 and Phy 408.04.  The hearing was closed at 2:00 pm.  No members of the public were present to give testimony.
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b.
The Board had discussed corrections to the current Administrative Rules.  Board administrator explained that after review of the suggested corrections it was determined that the corrections could not be made because the rules were written as described in the rule making manual.

c.
Board requested rule change that would place the determination of the number of times an individual could take the exam on the Federation of State Boards of Physical therapy.  This change is not possible without a change to the Board’s law.  This will be brought back before the Board at a later date to draft proposed legislative changes to the law.
7.
The Board reviewed an e-mail submitted by Miranda Albano, PTA, OTA in which she asked numerous questions about “rehab aides” and what tasks they could perform under the Board’s laws and rules.  The Board reviewed all questions and directed their Administrator to respond via e-mail to Ms. Albano’s questions.  The Board further directed their Administrator to let Ms. Albano know that an “aid” cannot provide any skilled care.  Phy 409.04 provides complete detailed on the assignment of routine tasks to physical therapy aides.
8.
The Board reviewed an e-mail submitted by Martha McClure, PT requesting clarification on the Board’s rules about Physical Therapists reviewing and co-signing all notes for the Physical Therapist Assistant.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Nicole Lavoie to respond by stating that Phy 409.01(8) is very specific in that a Physical Therapist shall:


“Attest to his or her supervision of the physical therapist assistant by co-signing during each client re-evaluation the physical therapist assistant’s client care progress notes, or, if the progress notes are electronic, stating on the electronic record that he or she has reviewed and approved such progress notes;”


In addition, since the company asking the question is considering sending therapists from Massachusetts to New Hampshire to point out that if a Physical Therapist Assistant is seeing clients in New Hampshire both the Physical Therapist Assistant and the supervising Physical Therapist must be licensed in New Hampshire.

9.
The Board was provided with the rules and laws of other States addressing the supervision of Physical Therapists and Physical Therapist Assistants during their student affiliations.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Nicole Lavoie to table this until the April meeting so the Board can review and evaluate the various rules and laws.
10.
The Board reviewed the Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy’s response to various questions they asked about the administration of the New Hampshire Jurisprudence Examination.  The Board decided to inform the Federation that they would like to see 50 questions on each examination.

11.
The Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy requested that the Board hold a meeting with them to review the bank of questions intended to be used on the newly developed jurisprudence examination.  The Board tentatively set the date of this meeting for March 24, 2014 from 3 pm to 7 pm.

The Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy provided the Board with information about the Annual Meeting and Delegate Assembly.  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Nicole Lavoie to slate the following individuals as representatives from the State of New Hampshire:
