2008 CONTINUING EDUCATION AUDIT

The Board reviewed the submission of proof of continuing education with regards to a water instructor course taken by Jennifer R. Kravitz, PT.  The Board voted to approve the course because the course was taken before the new rules took effect.

Steve Gordon, PT requested the Board bring his application to the meeting for discussion.  The Board voted with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by Martha Aguiar to review the file based on Mr. Gordon's assertion that it was unfair to make him wait for licensing because he did not have verification from Maine with regards to his physical therapy assistant's license.

The Board reviewed an e-mail submitted by Laurel Clute regarding on-line CPR courses.  They noted that the rules do not allow CPR to be used towards continuing education and that this clarification of on-line CPR was informational only.

The Board reviewed the question "Can a PTA take a student all by themselves or does the PT need to be present for each session?"  The Board voted with a motion from Ronald Fuller and seconded by Martha Aguiar to respond to Pattie Blyth's e-mail stating that it would depend on where the student was in their training.  Ms. Blyth also submitted for Board review the position statement from the FSBPT.  The Board will clarify for Ms. Blyth that this is the APTA's position statement and that she must follow the practice act for the State in which she is supervising a student.  The Board will also remind her that when billing Medicare she must refer to their guidelines.

The Board voted with a motion from Martha Aguiar and seconded by Greg Woodsum to send Jonathan Lyon an e-mail stating that a physical therapist can give treatment called "dry needling" when they have the proper certification.

The Board voted with a motion from Greg Woodsum and seconded by Martha Aguiar to use the Physical Therapist Work History form as amended.
