Margaret Ackley asked the Board: Are physical therapists legally allowed to pull out surgical drains under the New Hampshire Practice Act?  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to respond to the e-mail stating that this procedure is not within the scope of practice of a Physical Therapist.

Jurisprudence Examination:

a.
The Board reviewed Maggie Donahue’s request to have a post card sent to all licensees announcing the jurisprudence exam requirements for all licensed individuals in every year that ends with a “0” or “5”.

b.
Thomas G. Duffet, PT provided the Board with an e-mail officially protesting the new jurisprudence examination and the cost associated with that examination citing that the current fees should cover the cost and that licensees were not made aware of any legislation that would change the “bylaws” (rules).  The Board voted on a motion from Martha Aguiar with a second by Gillian Cavezzali to respond to Mr. Duffett stating that the rule making process is a public process and described in the Administrative Rules under Phy 215 and Phy 216.  In accordance with the rules making process rules 2 public hearings were held which afforded any interested individuals to testify either for or against the proposed rule(s).  These hearings are publicized in accordance with the Joint Legislative Committee on Administrative Rules procedures.  In addition, the Board plays no role in the administration of the examination.  The Federation of State Boards of Physical Therapy is administering the examination and they set the fees.

Gillian Cavezzali discussed with the Board the possibility of finding a Physical Therapy volunteer to work with the Administrative Prosecutions Unit on complaints brought before the Board.  Having such an individual would possibly speed up the process.  Board members will spread the word that the Board is looking for such an individual and the information will be put on the Board’s web site as well.
