The Board reviewed an e-mail submitted by Erica Mann, PT, MPT, DPT asking the question: In a school based setting can her intern sign progress notes and daily notes as long as she co-signs?”  The Board voted on a motion from Robert Brunton with a second by Martha Aguiar to reply to the e-mail by stating that the Board does not regulate students and that she needs to contact the affiliated institution for which she is doing the clinical supervision to determine what appropriate supervision of a student is.  The Board further stated she must contact the appropriate insurance provider to determine what their regulations state for reimbursement of services.  Ronald Fuller, Board Chair will review the e-mail before it is sent.

The Board reviewed an e-mail stating that PTA’s were being asked to work as LNA’s when an individual is not licensed as an LNA.  The facility in which they are working is telling them that it is OK and that it will not affect their PTA license.  The person asked the Board what information can be given with regards to this practice.  The Board voted on a motion from Lea Bruch with a second by Martha Aguiar to reply to the e-mail stating that because you are a licensed professional in the State of New Hampshire you are bound by the rules and regulations which govern your profession at all times.  Additionally, the e-mail will direct this individual to contact Board of Nursing for specific guidance on the rules and laws that govern LNA’s. The Board will review the response before sending.
