The Board does however with to direct you to Phy 409.01(b) The Physical Therapist Shall; more specifically (4) and (5) of the rules, which state:


(4)  Select and delegate to the physical therapist assistant interventions and tasks appropriate to the plan of care;



(5)  Assess the physical therapist assistant’s supervision needs when delegating interventions and tasks;

That Phy 409.03 describes the supervision of Physical Therapist Assistants and other support personnel and RSA 328-A:2 describes the different levels of supervision.
