Laws:

a.
HB 2 relative to state fees, funds, revenues, and expenditures.  Still in the House.  The Majority and Minority reports have been submitted both with amendments - FYI

SB 14 relative to the governing boards of allied health professionals.  Public Hearing in the House was held on 4/1/09.  The Speech-Language Pathology Governing Board sent a letter to the House ED&A explaining the importance of putting prorating for initial applicants back in the bill - FYI

Conditional Licensure:  The Board discussed the ramifications of issuing conditional licenses.  The Board does not find it would be feasible to institute conditional licenses for new graduates.

Review of Board web pages "Frequently Asked Questions" and "News & Events".  The Board decided to add one frequently asked question and add the page "News & Events".  The news and events page would contain information such as renewals and when they would be sent, Board events, hearings, etc.

EMS updates:  Robert Fishwick gave the Board an overview of two trainings being done at EMS with regards to the use of CPAP.  Mr. Fishwick also provided the Board with a letter that was sent to paramedics which outlined where, in a hospital, the EMS providers could practice.

With a motion from Carl Rod and second by Michael Quinlan the Board voted to conduct a survey in conjunction with the Bureau of Emergency Medical Services.  This survey will be drafted by Robert Fishwick and be brought back before the Board at their May meeting.  The survey will be sent to the heads of all the New Hampshire hospitals.

The Board discussed Home Health Care Agencies who are having non licensed professionals set up pollysomnography machines in private residences.  The Board voted with a motion from Carl Rod and seconded by Luann Udell to send a letter explaining RSA 326-F:9 to Home Health Care Providers.  Robert Fishwick will write the letter and bring back to the May meeting.

Robert Fishwick will forward a letter which will be sent to the Board's administrator this afternoon which invites sleep lab technologists to an open forum to be held in the Board's office on May 10, 2009 at 10:00 a.m.  The Board's administrator will obtain a list of all sleep labs in the state and send the letter as soon as possible.
