HB 326 – Polysomnographer – “relative to the licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners”.  The Subcommittee Work Session was held 6/24/14.  No additional information.

Gladys C. Rivera, CFE, Fraud Analyst, Reports & Analysis, National Supplier Clearinghouse request for evaluation of requirements for Respiratory Care Practitioners.  The Board voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Jeffrey Reisert to send Ms. Rivera a letter stating that the Board has reviewed the information on the web site and does not see any problem that what is listed and to remind Ms. Rivera that anyone practicing respiratory care in the State of New Hampshire must follow all New Hampshire statutes and rules.

Melissa Schaller, Paralegal, Business Manager, CardinalHealth, asked a question regarding shipping CPAP machines.  The Board reviewed Ms. Schaller’s e-mail and voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Jeffrey Reisert to reply as follows:  Douglas Hall abstained.

There are specific regulations and/or limitations on sending CPAP machines to a patient’s or end-users address, see RSA 326-E:1, X which describes the scope of practice of a Respiratory Care Practitioner.  Respiratory care equipment may be delivered to a recipient by an individual or company, so long as the individual delivering the equipment leaves the equipment at the point of delivery and does not set up the equipment or provide calibration or instruction.  If calibration is required it would have to be done by a New Hampshire licensed practitioner.  Currently there are no requirements for labeling of the shipment.

Tammy Smith, Rotech Joint Commission Specialist, asked a question regarding shipping CPAP machines.  The Board reviewed Ms. Smith’s e-mail and voted on a motion from Luann Udell with a second by Jeffrey Reisert to reply as follows:  Douglas Hall abstained.
