The Board reviewed the “Board of Registered Polysomnographic Technologists (BRPT) Standards of Conduct” and noted that they are geared towards the national organization.  The Board then reviewed the “AARC Statement of Ethics and Professional Conduct” and noted that they are generic in nature and would apply to any licensed professional.  The Board instructed their Administrator to draft rules using the “AACR Statement of Ethics and Professional Conduct” as the code of conduct for Polysomnographic Technologists.  This draft will be brought to the Board at their February meeting for review and discussion.

HB 1609 – relative to licensure of polysomnographers by the board of respiratory care practitioners.  Any available Board members will attend the hearing scheduled for February 14, 2012.  The Board’s Administrator will present the Committee hearing testimony on this bill with 2 proposed changes as directed by the Board.
