Polysomnographers – The Board met with members of the Polysomnographic community.  The following 4 options for licensure were discussed:

a.
Develop laws, rules and license in collaboration with the Respiratory Care Board


b.
Develop laws, rules, and license through an independent Board of Polysomnography.


c.
Develop laws, rules, and license in collaborating with the Respiratory Care Board with the understanding that at a certain point in time (to be determined) the licensed Polysmnographers would have the option to break off and establish their own independent Board with the full support of the licensed Respiratory Care Practitioners.
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d.
Develop laws, rules, and license in collaboration with the Respiratory Care Board by establishing a subcommittee that would make recommendations on any matter that concerned the Polysomnographic community and one member of that Committee would be a Board member. 


If the decision were to work in collaboration with the Board with full representation on the Board the offer was made to have 2 individuals licensed as Polysomnographers on the Board.  The Board directed their Administrator to submit a report of the pros and cons of an independent Board vs. a collaborative Board, to provide the draft 600 rules to everyone for review, and to fix the proposed law to limit conditional licensure to 2 years.  Doug Hall will secure a location so that the two sides can meet and after full review of all the material and make a decision as to which option will best work for the Polysomnographic community as a whole.  The Board has communicated to the individuals attending that they would support whatever decision was made at this meeting.
