The Board reviewed an ad placed in the newspaper by the Bow School District – SAU 67 to recruit a Speech/Language Assistant.  The ad stated responsibilities include lesson planning.  The Board voted on a motion from Laura Darling with a second by Debra Kaufman to send the individual recruiting for the position a letter explaining that unless the person is certified by the Board as a Speech-Language Assistant they cannot call that person a Speech-Language Assistant, see Spe 608.01(c) and (d).  The letter will also direct the recruiter to Spe 607.02 Responsibilities of Certified Speech-Language Assistants and Spe 607.03Actions and Decisions Prohibited to Certified Speech-Language Assistants.   The letter will quote Spe 607.03(d) specifically which states:  A speech-language assistant shall not write, develop or modify a client’s treatment plan, individualized service plan or individualized education plan.

Debra Kaufman informed the Board that she will be resigning her position on the Board effective November 8, 2013.

The Board reviewed a letter to be sent to all schools, SAU’s, and supporting organizations informing them of a recent rule adopted by the Board, Spe 608.01(c) and (d) which states as follows:


“(c)  Individuals holding a currently valid certificate as a speech-language assistant under these rules shall use one of the following after his or her written name:



(1)  Speech-Language Assistant;



(2)  Certified speech-language assistant;



(3)  “SLA”; or



(4)  “CSLA”.


(d)  Unless certified under these rules, no person shall represent himself or herself, or the services offered by using the letters “SLA” or “CSLA” or the words “speech-language assistant”, “certified speech-language assistant”, or any other similar words, if the intent of such use is to imply that the person is certified.”


The Board voted on a motion from Debra Kaufman with a second by Laura Darling to send the letter as written.
