Rules: 

a.
Proposed rules changes coming next month.
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Laws:  The Board’s Administrator will continue to track.

a.
HB 1265 – Relative to criteria for the government regulation of occupations and professions.  This bill would create a committee to study and determine the appropriate level of regulation for each occupation.  This bill establishes criteria for the regulation of occupations and professions by boards and commissions as authorized by law, and provides that an individual may engage in a legal occupation without being subject to laws that regulate the occupation or profession which are arbitrary, unnecessary, or substantially burdensome.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and the 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.


b.
HB 1338 – Relative to failure to renew a professional or occupational license.  This bill provides that the failure to complete a renewal of a professional or occupational license issued by a state board, commission, or agency shall not require re-licensure.  Executive session held February 13, 2012.  Interim Study Subcommittee Work Sessions were held June 15th and the 22nd of 2012.  The Subcommittee made a list of professions that did not need licensure.  No health care related professions were on this preliminary list.

The Board reviewed the draft letter that had been edited by their Attorney Elyse Alkalay and would be sent to all Speech-Language Specialists in the State of New Hampshire.  The Board made additional changes to the letter and will review those changes at their September meeting.

The Board reviewed a question from Michelle Tristani, SLP regarding co-signing all clinical records written by a provisional licensee and how much supervision must be done under direct and non-direct supervision when the rules states “At least 6 hours”.  The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman with a second by Laura Darling to respond to Ms. Tristani’s e-mail stating that Speech-Language Administrative rules for supervision, Spe 309.02, state that the provisional licensee shall receive at least 6 hours of direct supervision and at least 6 hour of non-direct supervision each third of the post-graduate professional experience.  If the supervisor determines that the provisional licensee is in need of additional supervision the supervisor must provide such supervision.  Medicaid, Medicare, or third party insurance company’s rules may have specific requirements with regards to the supervision of the provisional licensee for billing purposes.  With regards to co-signing of records the Board’s rules do not require co-signing however it may be a Medicaid, Medicare, or third party billers may have requirements.

9.
Maureen Heckman asked the Board a question with regards to her place of employment and her position on the Board.  After reviewing the relevant information regarding her change in employment the Board determined that she met the legal requirements of her position.

The Board reviewed the draft Order for Debra M. Campbell and made corrections to the sections outlining continuing education.  The Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman with a second by Laura Darling to correct the Order and bring it back to the Board at their September meeting for a final review.
