The Board reviewed an e-mail from Julia Jason, RN in which she asked the following questions:


a.
Can an SLP remove a resident from wall oxygen and apply the resident to portable oxygen, including adjusting the liter flow from the wall to portable and at times portable to the wall?

b. Can an SLP use a pulse oximeter and determine oxygen saturation?


c.
Can an SLP adjust/titrate a resident’s oxygen up or down based on how the person is doing during therapy based on the MD’s orders?

The Board voted on a motion from Debra Kaufman with a second by Laura Darling to respond to the e-mail as follows:
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a.
An SLP can remove a resident from wall oxygen and apply the resident to portable oxygen, including adjusting the liter flow from the wall and from the wall to the portable as long as the person is trained through the facility.


b.
An SLP can use a pulse oximeter and determine oxygen saturation.


c.
An SLP can not adjust/titrate a resident’s oxygen up or down based on how the person is doing during therapy based on the MD’s orders.

Denise J. Pazdon, MS, CCC/SLP, Learning Disabilities Specialist, Lecturer, Granite State College submitted an e-mail asking the Board a question regarding the acceptance of a students degree in another discipline plus the SLA course work as meeting the requirements for licensure.  Mary Ford, Dean of Education at Granite State Collage attended to answer any questions the Board had with regards to the question.  Victoria Chesterley, SLP, President of the NH Speech-Language-Hearing Association, Inc. and Director of the Speech-Language Pathology Assistant Program at Nashua Community College also attended to take part in the discussion.  The Board voted on a motion from Debra Kaufman with a second by Laura Darling to send Ms. Pazdon an e-mail stating that all individuals must have their associate’s degree from Granite State College.  If individuals have completed course work from other educational institutions it is Granite State College’s duty to review those courses and give appropriate credit to obtain the required degree.  The Board further stated that the Declaratory Ruling issued on November 3, 2011 remains in effect and that all speech-language assistant programs must meet the requirements set forth in the Board’s Administrative Rules, SLP 603.01(a).

Katrina Hannigan, SLP asked if it is required for a physician to countersign on SLP orders, in the inpatient medical setting, in the State of NH and if it is necessary to have a physician counter sign for diet texture changes.  The Board voted on a motion from Debra Kaufman with a second by Laura Darling to respond to Ms. Hannigan’s e-mail by referring her back to the hospital in which she works and directing her to the Medical Director.

The Board discussed criminal offender record reports and the need to have one done in all names if the person completes one using the finger print method.  The Board informed their Administrator that if someone has the report done by the finger print method they do not need it done in all their names because the finger print method is a more conclusive report.
