The Board met with Victoria Chesterley, MS, CCC-SLP the Director of the Speech-Language Pathology Assistant Program at Nashua Community College regarding the Declaratory Ruling issued May 5, 2011.  The Board noted under the Analysis section of the ruling that the ASHA requirements for course work and fieldwork were not stated accurately.

A.
The declaratory ruling states "(1) a minimum of 60 hours of coursework in the area of speech pathology".  The ASHA requirement is actually 60 semester credit hours of which 20 - 40 semester credit hours in technical content areas; and


B.
The declaratory ruling states "(2) 100 hours of direct supervision by a licensed speech language pathologist who has at least two years of experience".  The ASHA requirement is a minimum of 100 hours of fieldwork experiences supervised by an ASHA-certified speech-language pathologist with at least 2 years of post certification experience at least 50% of the time when engaged in patient/client contact.

The Board voted with a motion from Julie Introcaso and second by Linda Hanrahan to refer the declaratory ruling to Board's legal counsel with the suggested wording changes.
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5.
The Board reviewed a request from ASHA's Council on Academic Accreditation for a peer review of proposed changes to six of the Standards for Accreditation.  The Board does not choose to participate at this time and considers this information only.

The Board reviewed the proposed dates for the meeting schedule of 2012 and voted to approve as amended with a motion from Julie Introcaso and second by Linda Hanrahan.
