The Board discussed the requirement for Letters of Reference and decided that they are the only documentation they receive which indicates an applicant’s good moral character.  The requirement will remain in the Board’s rules.

The Board reviewed the draft letter to be sent to Speech-Language Specialists with regards to the use of credentials outlined in RSA 326-F:8 Professional Identification.  The Board voted on a motion from Linda Hanrahan with a second from Maureen Heckman to send the letter as written.

The Board’s Administrator will draft another letter to be sent to all school systems which employs speech-language assistants explaining that the use of “Speech-Language Pathologist” or “SLP-A” is not allowed under the same law and that the proper designation is “Speech-Language Assistant” or “SLA”.

Maureen Heckman brought information to the Board regarding on-line continuing education courses and the fact that a lot of courses do not require a test for completion.  The Board discussed the need for a test which would be required under the draft rules.  In light of the fact that the Board will be limiting the number of on-line courses someone could use towards their continuing education credits the Board voted on a motion from Maureen Heckman with a second by Linda Hanrahan to remove the test requirement from the draft rules.

The Board reviewed the new licensure “Fast Track” pilot program protocol.  The Board liked what was included but requested that a statement be added to the letter granting licensure.  The Statement will let the new licensee know that their license application was part of the “Fast Track” program, that the Board would be doing a final review, and that if the Board needed any additional information after that review they would have 15 days to provide the information.  The Board of Directors will be reviewing the “Fast Track” protocol at their meeting scheduled for September 13, 2012.
